
Notice to Competitors
1. FORMAT

        Unless otherwise noted, all outings will follow a four-player scramble format with shotgun starts.
        Smaller groups may use alternate formats at the discretion of the Tournament Coordinator.

Putting Rule: A two-putt maximum is in effect to help maintain pace of play. 
Tiebreakers: In the event of a tie, final scores will be determined by a scorecard match. 

2. PACE OF PLAY
         All groups are expected to complete their round in 4 hours and 30 minutes. 

Groups falling behind will receive a warning and must catch up to the group ahead within three
holes. 
Failure to do so will require the group to pick up their balls and skip a hole. 
Modified Shotgun Starts: Due to the presence of other golfers on the course, strict adherence to
pace-of-play rules is required. 

3. OUTSIDE COOLERS & ALCOHOL POLICY
Outside coolers are not permitted on the golf course and will be removed prior to tee-off. 
In accordance with Connecticut state law, all alcoholic beverages must be purchased from Lyman
Orchards Golf Club. Outside alcohol is not permitted on the premises. 
The Tournament Chairperson is responsible for communicating this policy to all participants. 

4. COURSE ETIQUETTE
         Please help maintain course conditions by:

Repairing all ball marks
Replacing all divots
Raking bunkers after use

5. PROPER CONDUCT & LIABILITY
         The Company/Event Coordinator is responsible for the conduct of all participants. 

They may be held liable for any damage to people, property, equipment, or golf carts resulting
from misconduct. 
Any such damages may be billed directly to the company or event coordinator. 

6. DRESS CODE
        All golfers must adhere to the club’s dress standards:

Men: Slacks or appropriate-length shorts and a collared shirt. Tank tops, cutoffs, swim trunks,
and gym shorts are not permitted. 
Women: Appropriate-length shorts, skorts, skirts, or slacks with a blouse or collared shirt. Halter
tops, swimsuits, and gym shorts are not permitted. 
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
